The property itself 

is situated along a country lane and is noted by the Victorian 

red pillar box set within the external wall hence the 

properties name and although the property requires some 

modernisation and redecoration, it provides a super country 

home set in a stunning plot of approx one third of an acre.. 

The property currently comprises a reception hall, double 

aspect drawing room with inglenook fireplace, dining room, 

inner hallway, pantry and a kitchen with vaulted ceiling. To the 

first floor there are four bedrooms, bathroom and a separate 

cloakroom. There are also views over the neighbouring 

lavender farm. The property offers further potential to extend 

subject to planning permission and consent. Outside the 

property stands in its own grounds which are predominantly 

laid to lawn with a variety of seating areas, vegetable garden 

and a detached garage and parking. 

 

GROUND FLOOR  

Pathway leading to original entrance door which gives access 

to: 

 

 

RECEPTION HALL 13' 4'' x 12' 1'' (4.06m x 3.68m) 

Casement windows to front aspect, radiator, brick fireplace 

with wood burning stove, doorway through to dining room 

and inner hall. 

 

DINING ROOM 12' 4'' x 10' 11'' (3.76m x 3.32m) 

Window to front, fireplace, doorway through to inner 

hallway and sitting room. 

 

SITTING ROOM 17' 1'' x 13' 3'' (5.20m x 4.04m) 

With double aspect; two windows to front and window to 

rear, multi-pane door to outside. Inglenook fireplace, exposed 

wall and ceiling timbers, TV point, floor to ceiling height brick 

chimney breast. 

 

INNER HALLWAY  

Access to boot room, stairs to first floor and door to: 

 

KITCHEN 12' 0'' x 9' 8'' (3.65m x 2.94m) 

Door and window to side with further windows to rear and 

side. Range of pine units incorporating cupboards and 

drawers, tiled worktops with drainer, Gas Aga which is also 

the controls for the central heating system, vaulted ceiling, 

quarry tiled flooring, integrated Washing Machine, Tumble 

dryer and fridge.

Door to walk-in larder Tiled floor and window to side. 

 

FIRST FLOOR LANDING  

Access to all bedrooms, cloakroom and bathroom, access to 

large loft space with loft ladder and light. 

 

BEDROOM ONE 13' 4'' x 10' 6'' (4.06m x 3.20m) 

Two windows to front, window to side. Feature fireplace, 

radiator. 

 

BEDROOM TWO 13' 3'' x 10' 6'' (4.04m x 3.20m) 

Window to front, radiator, built-in cupboard to left of 

fireplace. 

 

BEDROOM THREE 12' 3'' x 9' 7'' (3.73m x 2.92m) 

Feature fireplace, window to front aspect, radiator. 

 

BEDROOM FOUR 9' 1'' x 8' 2'' (2.77m x 2.49m) 

Window to rear, radiator.

Panel enclosed bath, wash hand basin with cupboard below 

and window to side. 

 

OUTSIDE  

The gardens are a particular feature of Pillarbox Cottage 

and surround the house providing various areas of lawn. 

There is a rose adorned gateway and arbors, pathways and 

established flower beds and borders. There is a brick 

terrace ideal for entertaining and outside eating, 

summerhouse, potting shed, greenhouse, compost area and 

detached garage with access to the lane.

From our offices in Tonbridge proceed in a northerly 

direction, continue over the first set of lights and bear right 

at the next set of the lights along the Shipbourne road, 

continue out of Tonbridge and on reaching the junction 

with Riding Lane turn right just before Shipbourne primary 

School, bearing right at the next junction passing Riverside 

Nursery on the right then take the second left into Park 

Road and take the next right into Pillar Box Lane then left 

onto Oxenhoath Lane where Pillarbox Cottage will be
