Entrance Porch 2.05m x 0.50m (6'8" x 1'7")

Upvc double glazed windows and outer door with tiled floor.

Living Room 4.18m x 3.97m (13'8" x 13'0")

Bright and spacious living room with bay window to the front aspect overlooking the front gardens. It also benefits from a
traditional fireplace mixed with contemporary styling and new flooring throughout the entire ground floor.

Open Plan Kitchen 5.28m x 2.90m (17'4" x 9'6")

This modern, open-plan kitchen is a fantastic feature of this property, with a great range of shaker-style kitchen cabinets
incorporating; single electric Bosch oven with 4-ring Bosch gas hob and extractor over, integrated dishwasher and low-level
fridge and breakfast bar with room for 3 stools. A Belfast ceramic sink is situated under a large Upvc double glazed window
overlooking the rear garden, allowing plenty of light in.

Dining Area 2.57m x 1.99m (8'5" x 6'6")

Leading off the kitchen is the dining area, which is currently being used as a snug, paneling has been added to the wall to
add style and sophistication.

Accessible from the kitchen with plumbing for a washing machine and electrics for fridge/freezer. Upvc window and back
door leading to rear garden.

New carpet has been laid throughout the
entire first floor.

Bedroom 1 5.12m x 3.60m (16'9" x 11'9")

Well-sized double bedroom with bay window to the front aspect along with an original diamond shaped frosted glass
window. Beautiful panelling has also been added.

Bedroom 2 3.33m x 2.52m (10'11" x 8'3")

Double bedroom with window to the rear aspect and fitted double wardrobe providing plenty of storage along with panelling
to the side wall.

Bedroom 3 2.56m x 2.36m (8'4" x 7'8")

Single bedroom with window to the rear aspect. Currently being used as an office, with a built-in storage wall.

Family Bathroom 2.34m x 1.50m (7'8" x 4'10")

Three-piece family bathroom, comprising of; panelled bath with shower over, pedestal sink unit with cupboard underneath
and WC.

Features partly tiled walls, stylish towel radiator and an obscured window to the side aspect.

External

To the front aspect is a gated, paved driveway, providing off-street parking for multiple vehicles along side a laid lawn.

To the rear is a well-maintained garden with a patio area that leads onto the laid lawn and brick outbuilding to the back of
the garden providing plenty of outside storage.
