The property showcases enduring period character, with its
decorative brickwork, arched doorway and bold red front door
lending individuality to the façade. Set within a traditional row,
the frontage retains its original charm and creates a welcoming
first impression.

Inside, the hallway leads to a pair of reception rooms, with
decorative ceiling detail adding a touch of character above the
staircase. The bay-fronted reception is filled with natural light, its
generous dimensions offering scope to style as a comfortable
living area or an elegant entertaining space. To the rear, a further
reception looks out towards the garden and serves as a versatile
second sitting room or dining space. The kitchen, positioned just
beyond, is bright and enjoys direct access to the outside space. A
ground floor bathroom, tiled and fitted with a bath, completes
this level and provides additional flexibility.

The south-facing garden combines paved and lawned areas, with
mature trees providing privacy and the opportunity to create a
tranquil retreat.

Upstairs, the landing connects three bedrooms and a separate
WC. The main bedroom spans the width of the property and
enjoys twin windows to the front, while the remaining bedrooms

are thoughtfully sized and benefit from leafy rear views. Together,
they present excellent potential to tailor the space to individual
needs.

The neighbourhood surrounding this home offers a vibrant mix of
green spaces, culture, and community favourites. Just a short
stroll away, The Italian Bakery is a local gem for fresh breads and
pastries, while Café RODI provides a relaxed spot for coffee and
light bites. Those who enjoy the outdoors will appreciate nearby
Lloyd Park, home to the William Morris Gallery as well as a
playground, tennis courts and a popular weekend market.
Walthamstow Wetlands adds further opportunities to explore
nature with its expansive walking trails and wildlife. Evenings can
be spent at Big Penny Social, part of the lively Walthamstow beer
mile, or at the welcoming Dog & Duck. Families benefit from
excellent schooling, with Hillyfield Primary only a four-minute
walk.

WHAT ELSE?

Blackhorse Road Station is around a fifteen-minute walk, providing
both Victoria Line and Overground services for swift connections
across London. The area is also well served by numerous bus
routes, linking the neighbourhood with surrounding areas such as
Walthamstow Central, Leyton, Tottenham and Stratford.
