There is a substantial timber workshop and the garden is enclosed by timber 

panel fencing to the sides and chain-link fencing to the rear. 

The property is located in an enviable setting in south Canterbury close to St. Lawrence cricket ground and with easy access 

to an impressive range of local primary and secondary schools. The City centre is a short walk and offers a comprehensive 

range of shops, restaurants and leisure facilities. Both the Marlowe Theatre and Canterbury Cathedral are easily accessible. 

Nearby Canterbury West station provides High-Speed rail services to London St. Pancras with a journey time of approx. 55 

mins.
