On the ground floor is a comfortable reception/shop front with a wealth of exposed timbers and brick chimney 

breasts. To the rear a set of steps lead down to the cellar. There is a kitchen and w.c with a rear lobby accessing the 

enclosed rear courtyard. The cellar has a tiled floor, comfortable head height and a fitted safe. On the first floor are two 

further offices and there is an attractive additional office on the second floor with part-sloping ceilings in the heavily 

timbered roof space.    

Externally there is an enclosed courtyard garden to the rear measuring approx. 19ft (5.79m) x 6ft (1.83m) average width 

with a brick paved surface. There is a gate to the adjoining courtyard from which we understand to be a fire exit for 

emergency use. 

The property is set in an enviable position in the centre of Canterbury, traditionally a favoured location for estate agents, 

letting agents and solicitors. Canterbury boasts an extensive range of amenities including a wide range of shops, 

restaurants, cafes, and pubs plus recreational facilities, schools, colleges, and universities. Canterbury East railway 

station is within easy walking distance as is Canterbury West railway station, which offers the High-Speed rail link 

providing services to London St. Pancras in approx. 55mins. Easy access can be gained onto the A2 to Dover and the 

M2 to London and the outlying east Kent countryside and north Kent coastline provides lovely walking and cycling.
