On the first floor there is a spacious master bedroom that leads
onto the smallest (fourth) bedroom that could also be used as an
office, the well proportioned second bedroom has stairs up to
the mezzanine level which can hold a double bed or could be
used as a snug area. A well presented finish complements the
nicely appointed accommodation as well as huge scope to
extend in line with neighbouring homes.
