The famous ‘Seven Bays for Seven Days’ beaches —
including Harlyn, Treyarnon, and Constantine — are
all within easy reach, offering some of Cornwall’s
best surfing, coastal walks, and seaside dining.

Planning permission was granted in March 2023
under planning number PA22/10745 for the
demolition of an existing barn and for the erection
of two replacement dwellings and detached
garages. The dwellings are staggered on the site to
enhance privacy and visual appeal, avoiding a
continuous block and providing a harmonious
streetscape  with proposed new boundary
treatments providing privacy. The plot to the
north/east is for sale. Sea views are expected at
first floor level.

The building plot offers a rare opportunity to build
a home in a sought-after location close to the
beautiful beaches and amenities of St Merryn and
the wider North Cornwall coastline.

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Foodie haven Padstow offers an extensive range of cafes, public houses
and restaurants, none more so than Paul Ainsworth’s Michelin starred
No.6, cool seafood bar Prawn On The Lawn and of course Rick Steins
esteemed Seafood restaurant. The nearest mainline station is Bodmin
Parkway which is approximately twenty miles distant with the nearest

airport at Newquay just nine miles away with domestic and internation-

al flights.

The bustling and vibrant village of St Merryn is situated just inland on the revered North Cornish coast. A sought after loca-

tion, the village offers an excellent range of amenities including a number of eateries, grocery store, a Malcolm Barnecutt

bakery, a petrol station and garage and two Public Houses including Rick Stein's Cornish Arms serving great food and local

ales.

At the crossroads with the

garage on the corner, turn left and continue along this road for approximately 1.5 miles. Tregolds Building Plot can be

found on the right hand side.
