Benedict House 4 Benedict Street | Glastonbury | BA6 9EX |

From our Glastonbury office proceed down the High Street and at thebottom turn right down into Benedict Street. Benedict House can be foundjust along on the right hand side.
The historic town of Glastonbury is famous for its Tor and Abbey Ruins and is 6miles from the Cathedral City of Wells. Street is 2 miles and offers morecomprehensive facilities including both indoor and outdoor swimming pools,Strode Theatre, Strode College and the complex of shopping outlets in ClarksVillage. The nearest M5 motorway interchange at Dunball (Junction 23) is 14miles. Bristol, Bath, Taunton and Yeovil are all within commuting distance.

An intriguing Grade II listed period town house of original character, with webelieve, the houses original origins dating back to circa 15th century, beingbeautifully presented and incorporating a small lock up shop ideal for a varietyof commercial uses. The windows at the front have all had shutters fitted andthe rear courtyard enjoys a great degree of seclusion.
From the entrance vestibule, an etched paned door opens to the hall. A door onthe right takes you into the study, which feature a tiled fireplace and a windowto the front. The hall with its flagstone floor continues on to the kitchen and intothe dining room. Here you find a heavy cross beamed ceiling, feature fireplacewith tiled inserts, window to front, doors leading into the shop/gallery and sittingroom. This has a high vaulted ceiling, two recesses, velux roof lights and bi-folddoors onto the courtyard. The shop/gallery, historically run as a tobacconist andbarbers shop but in more recent years as a shop selling antiques, handmadewaistcoats and more latterly an art gallery. There is a deep bay window with afully glazed door onto Benedict Street, timber panelling to walls and a woodenfloor. Back to the kitchen, fitted with a modern range of shaker style wall, baseand drawer units with integrated electric oven, induction hob, microwave,dishwasher and fridge/freezer. A window overlooks the courtyard and dooropens into a shower room, complete with a shower enclosure, WC, wash handbasin a door into the courtyard.Onto the first floor, where there are three double bedrooms and a familybathroom. Bedroom one has a window to the front, with a door into an en-suiteshower, complete with a shower enclosure, WC and wash hand basin. The tworemaining bedroom also enjoy front facing aspects, with bedroom three havingan airing cupboard, with the final second bedroom being accessed via a furtherdoor, with the bedroom on the right, a cloakroom on the left and the wellappointed family bathroom directly in front of you.
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The courtyard garden provides a peaceful oasis, enjoying calm and seclusion. Taking access from the bi-folddoors out of the sitting room, or from the kitchen utility room, the garden provides a superb added dimensionto the house.
