**Approximately 16.7 acres of agricultural land for sale close to
Dorking town centre.** A gently undulating pasture field with a small
wooded area fronting Coldharbour Lane and incorporating an
att ract ive copse on the west  boundary.  I t  extends in al l  to
approximately 16.7 acres (6.76 ha) and enjoys fine views towards
surrounding countryside. The site lies within an area of outstanding
natural beauty and in the Green Belt close to Dorking town centre.
Pre-approval of planning has been granted for the erection of an
agricultural barn of 18 m x 12 m for the storage of hay, feed and
straw and the provis ion of hardstanding, planning reference
MO/2024/1846.

N.B. The woodland area benefits from sporting rights with a shoot
taking place 6-7 times a year with neighbouring properties. There is
an allowance for the feeding of pheasants in this area and adjacent
properties.
