A mature, spacious  four bedroom, three reception room semi-detached 

property with i ts own garage and driveway situated in the popular Tilsmore 

Road area just a short walk from Heathfield High Street and i ts amenities.  The 

property offers  a si tting room wi th open fi re, dining room, s tudy and 

ki tchen/breakfast room with rear lobby/WC. To the fi rst floor are four 

bedrooms and a bathroom, and there is an enclosed pretty garden to the rear. 

 

ENTRANCE PORCH: 

Double doors with outside coach-style light point into entrance porch with 

quarry tiled flooring and timber Georgian-style front door with inset leaded 

light glass panels. 

 

ENTRANCE HALL: 

Stai rs  to fi rs t floor landing. Radiator. Under s tairs  storage cupboard and range 

of doors to: 

 

SITTING ROOM: 

Leaded light bay window to front overlooking the garden. Wall light points . 

Attractive brick buil t open fireplace with cast i ron grate and timber mantle and 

arched display niche to one side.  Radiator. Further door leading to: 

 

DINING ROOM: 

Window to rear giving aspect to garden. Fi tted shelving. Radiator. 

 

 

 



 

KITCHEN/BREAKFAST ROOM: 

A double aspect room with windows to side and rear. Ki tchen Area - Range of 

timber edged worktops with matching cupboard and drawer units  below 

incorporating space and fi ttings  for oven with  fitted extractor, space  and 

plumbing for slimline dishwasher and washing machine. Inset 1.5 bowl  sink and 

drainer. Space for fridge/freezer. Wall mounted gas fi red central heating boiler. 

Breakfast Area - Useful  fi tted s torage cupboard and shelving aside. Glazed 

timber door to rear lobby with pedestal wash basin. Window and door to 

garden. Radiator. Latch door to: 

 

CLOAKROOM: 

Obscure glazed window to rear. Half-height timber wall panelling and exposed 

brickwork. Radiator. 

 

STUDY: 

Double glazed leaded light window to front. Radiator. 

 

FIRST FLOOR LANDING: 

Spacious part galleried landing area with leaded light glazed window to front. 

Access to loft space. Door to ai ring cupboard housing hot water tank with 

slatted shelving and linen storage over. Radiator.  Range of painted timber 

doors  to: 

 

BEDROOM ONE: 

Leaded light glazed window to front. Radiator. 

 

BEDROOM TWO: 

Glazed window to rear. Fi tted double wardrobe cupboard with linen s torage 

over and a wash basin with cupboard under and tiled surround. Radiator. 

 

BEDROOM THREE: 

Leaded light window to front. Fitted s torage cupboards  and shelving. Radiator. 

 

BEDROOM FOUR: 

Window to rear. Modern fi tted ci rcular wash basin with marble-effect worktop 

and surround. Radiator. 

 

BATHROOM: 

Obscure glazed window to rear. Sui te comprising low-level WC, pedestal wash 

basin, panelled bath with Mira  shower unit over and tiled surround. Heated 

towel rail  with in-buil t radiator.

OUTSIDE: 

There is a  gravel driveway to the FRONT of the property providing off-road 

parking plus raised areas of lawn, flower and shrub borders  and mature trees . 

Access is available to a  large garage with light and personal door to the rear. 

Gated access between the garage and the house leads to an enclosed REAR 

GARDEN with paved flagstone seating terrace, raised areas of lawn with flower 

and shrub borders , greenhouse, mature shrubs and trees, outside lighting and 

tap. 

 

SITUATION: 

The property is conveniently located for access to Heathfield with i ts wide 

range of shopping facilities  some of an interesting independent nature with the 

backing of supermarkets  of a  national network. The area is well served with 

schooling for all age groups. Train stations at both Buxted and Stonegate are 

approximately 6 miles distant, both providing a  service of trains  to London.  The 

Spa town of Royal Tunbridge Wells with i ts excellent shopping, leisure and 

grammar schools is only approx 16 miles distant with the larger coastal towns 

of both Brighton and Eastbourne being reached within approximately 45 and 35 

minutes drive respectively.
