About The Property
Stunning period cottage with superb character features including beams and fireplace with woodburning
stove, situated in the heart of the village and offered with vacant possession. Originally two cottages this
Grade II listed property has been well converted and now offers very spacious and comfortable
accommodation together with a good, private garden and oil fired central heating. It is currently
operating as a very successful AirBnB.

On the ground floor is a large, dual aspect sitting room with inglenook fireplace, bread oven opening and
woodburning stove with shelves to side, doors to garden and staircase to first floor. The kitchen has a
good range of wooden work surfaces and fitted units with butlers sink and oil fired Rayburn stove for
cooking and central heating. There is then a rear lobby with stable door to the garden, plumbing and
space for washing machine and fridge/freezer space. A shower room has a shower cubicle, wc and hand
basin. On the first floor there are two very large double bedrooms with interlinking door and wardrobes
and cupboards. There is also a single bedroom and a bathroom with panel bath and shower over, wc
and wash basin. There are exposed beams and timbers throughout the cottage together with hard
flooring.

There is a pedestrian access way to one side which leads to a good sized, walled and private rear garden
with sitting areas, lawn, flower beds, shrubs and trees. There is a wooden garden shed and log stores.
