Downstairs, the property consists of entrance
hallway, cloakroom, separate living room,
conservatory and a 24' x 11'9 kitchen/diner with
patio doors leading out to the rear garden. 

The first floor has four bedrooms, all of good size.
The principal bedroom has the added benefit of
an ensuite shower room and the main bathroom
completes the accommodation.

Outside there is a block paved driveway along
with a double garage and side access leading to

the rear of the property. The secluded rear garden
has a good sized patio, lawned area and an array
of flowers and shrubs.

The practicality of the location continues with a
selection of local shops at the end of nearby Nork
Way or if you are wanting more variety, the
popular market town of Epsom, offering an array
of retail units, leisure facilities and restaurants, is
just a couple of miles away, along with Banstead
village being around a mile away.
