The small village of Bonchester Bridge lies within a most
idyllic location within an equal distance both Hawick and
Jedburgh for all amenities and education facilities.
Straddled by the A68, Jedburgh enjoys easy access to
many of the principal towns and employers of the region
and is readily accessible to major road links both north
and south bound. The town of Jedburgh itself, which has
the Jed Water running through it, provides many
attractions including Jedburgh Abbey, Jedburgh Castle
and Jedburgh Castle Jail to name a few. It has a good
range of shops and amenities, a selection of leisure
facilities and both primary and secondary schooling and is
surrounded by the typical scenic countryside for which the
Borders Region is renowned.

Internally, Gatehousecote Lodge comprises an entrance
hallway, family room, secondary lounge, dining kitchen,
wet room, boot room and conservatory on the ground
floor. Moving to the first floor, the property offers a
principle bedroom with beautiful, elevated views and walk-
through closet, as well as two further double bedrooms
and family shower room. Externally, the timber fence and
stone wall boundary encloses the extensive garden
grounds, formed in combination of soft and hard
landscaping, offering a multi-car driveway, single timber
framed garage and a wealth of safe, private outdoor space
to be enjoyed by the new owner.
