LOCAL AREA

Milngavie is a highly desirable residential area situated at
the north-western edge of Greater Glasgow in the valley
of the River Allander. The town is known for its enviable
location, only six miles from Glasgow City Centre, while
also boasting easy access to the rugged rural landscape,
including the Campsie Fells to the North, and Kilpatrick
Hills to the West.
