A two bedroom detached property located in the coastal village of St Dogmaels just a short drive to popular Poppit Sands Beach and the
picturesque River Teifi Estuary.

The accommodation briefly comprises, an entrance hallway, and a living area with gas fire and picture window overlooking the front
garden. There are two double bedrooms with fitted cupboards, an airing cupboard and a modern family shower room with walk in
shower. The kitchen has a range of fitted wall and base units and is open plan into the dining area which has double glazed windows to
three sides ‐ overlooking the rear garden. A handy utility room is accessed from the kitchen and also from the front of the property and has
a worktop and space for white goods and a separate W/C. 

Externally, the house sits on a level plot with a gently sloping tarmacked driveway to the front providing off‐road parking for one car. There
is a lawn to the front of the house with a paved walkway leading round the side providing further access via a gate to the garden behind
the house. The rear garden has a grass lawn with a shrub border, patio and a wooden shed. The garden is enclosed by a stonewall and
wood fence boundary and faces due West enjoying the evening sun and views of the historic St Thomas Church and Abbey.
