Ground floor accommodation comprises an entrance hallway
with stairs leading up to the first floor with an internal door
opening to the main reception room. A generous size with with a
front aspect window flooding the room with natural light which in
turn leads to the kitchen which benefits from integrated
appliances including an oven, hob and extractor fan with room to
fit further freestanding appliances and also has side access
leading to the rear garden.

To the first floor there are two well proportioned bedrooms the
main bedroom having over stair storage and they both share a
recently refurbished three piece suite bathroom comprising of a
bath with shower overhead along with a wash basin and WC. 

Facing the property there is off street parking via single driveway
leading to a gate allowing walkthrough to the rear garden. The
rear is a generous size with a patio area to start leading onto a
lawn space. The rear garden as a whole is enclosed by fenced
borders.
