Retailing is predominantly focussed 
along the main shopping mall of Greenwood Way 
with further retailing provided on the ancillary 
malls of Cedar Walk, Coppice Way, Maple Walk 
and Chestnut Walk. A market hall is located at the 
southern end of Greenwood Way providing kiosk 
space for independent and local retailers.
