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DIRECTIONS

The layout of the property briefly comprises of an entrance hall, living room, second reception room/dining room, shower room, kitchen,
basement, four bedrooms, and a family bathroom. The property benefits from gas central heating and boasts beautiful details cornicing
and ceiling rose in the master bedroom. 

Externally, the property has a pretty frontage enclosed by iron railings and a pedestrian gate. At the rear is a pretty courtyard garden which
is easily maintained and offer a private spot to sit outside.
