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1 Which shall be in accordance with the current RICS Valuation Standards (The Red Book) and RICS Rules of Conduct.

PART 1 - GENERAL

1.1 THE SURVEYORS

The Seller has engaged the Surveyors to provide the Single Survey Report.  The Seller has also

engaged the Surveyors to provide an Energy Report in the format prescribed by the accredited Energy

Company.

Once the Seller has conditionally accepted an offer to purchase made in writing, the Purchaser's 

lender or conveyancer may request that the Surveyors provide general comment on standard 

appropriate supplementary documentation. In the event of a significant amount of documentation 

being provided to the Surveyors, an additional fee may be incurred by the Purchaser. Any additional 

fee will be agreed in writing.

If information is provided to the Surveyors during the conveyancing process which materially affects 

the valuation stated in the Report, the Surveyors reserve the right to reconsider the valuation. Where 

the Surveyors require to amend the valuation in consequence of such information, they will issue an 

amended Report to the Seller. It is the responsibility of the Seller to ensure that the amended Report 

is transmitted to every prospective Purchaser.

The Report is based solely on the Property and is not to be relied upon in any manner whatsoever

when considering the valuation or condition of any other property.

If certain minor matters are mentioned in the Report it should not be assumed that the Property is free

of other minor defects.

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Neither the whole nor any part of the Report may be published in any way, reproduced or distributed

by any party other than the Seller, prospective purchasers and the Purchaser and their respective 

professional advisers without the prior written consent of the Surveyors.

1.3 LIABILITY

The Report is prepared with the skill and care reasonably to be expected of a competent residential

surveyor who is a member of the Royal Institution of Chartered Surveyors.

The Report is addressed to the Seller and was prepared in the expectation that it (or a complete copy)

along with these Terms and Conditions (or a complete copy) would (or, as the case might be, would 

have been) be disclosed and delivered to:

the Seller;

any person(s) noting an interest in purchasing the Property from the Seller;

any person(s) who make(s) (or on whose behalf is made) an offer to purchase the Property,

whether or not that offer is accepted by the Seller;

the Purchaser; and

the professional advisers of any of these.

The Surveyors acknowledge that their duty of skill and care in relation to the Report is owed to the 

Seller and to the Purchaser.  The Surveyors accept no responsibility or liability whatsoever in relation 

to the Report to persons other than the Seller and the Purchaser. The Seller and Purchaser should be

aware that if a Lender seeks to rely on this Report they do so at their own risk. In particular, the 

Surveyors accept no responsibility or liability whatsoever to any Lender in relation to the Report. Any 

such Lender relies upon the Report entirely at their own risk.

1.4 INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY

All intellectual property rights whatsoever (including copyright) in and to the Report, excluding the

headings and rubrics, are the exclusive property of the Surveyors and shall remain their exclusive

property unless they assign the same to any other party in writing.

1.5 PAYMENT

The Surveyors are entitled to refrain from delivering the Report to anyone until the fee and other

charges for it notified to the Seller have been paid. Additional fees will be charged for subsequent 

inspections and Reports.

1.6 CANCELLATION

The Seller will be entitled to cancel the inspection by notifying the Surveyor's office at any time before

the day of the inspection.

The Surveyor will be entitled not to proceed with the inspection (and will so report promptly to the 

Seller) if after arriving at the property, the Surveyor concludes that it is of a type of construction of 

which the surveyor has insufficient specialist knowledge to be able to provide the inspection 

satisfactorily. The Surveyor will also be entitled not to proceed if after arriving at the property, the 

surveyor concludes that the property is exempt under Part 3 of The Housing (Scotland) Act 2006 as 

detailed in the (Prescribed Documents) Regulations 2008.

the "Market Value" is the estimated amount for which a property should exchange on the date of 

valuation between a willing buyer and a willing seller in an arm's-length transaction after proper 

marketing wherein the parties had each acted knowledgeably, prudently and without compulsion;

the "Property" is the property which forms the subject of the Report;

the "Purchaser" is the person (or persons) who enters into a contract to buy the Property from the

Seller;

a "prospective Purchaser" is anyone considering buying the Property;

the "Report" is the report, of the kind described in Part 2 of these Terms and Conditions and in the

form set out in part 1 of Schedule 1 of the Housing (Scotland) Act 2006 (Prescribed Documents)

the "Surveyor" is the author of the Report on the Property; and

the "Surveyors" are the firm or company of which the Surveyor is an employee, director, member

or partner (unless the Surveyor is not an employee, director, member or partner, when the 

"Surveyors" means the Surveyor) whose details are set out at the head of the Report.

the "Energy Report" is the advice given by the accredited Energy Company, based on information

collected by the Surveyor during the Inspection, and also includes an Energy Performance 

Certificate, in a Government approved format.

PART 2 - DESCRIPTION OF THE REPORT

2.1 THE SERVICE

The Single Survey is a Report by an independent Surveyor, prepared in an objective way regarding

the condition and value of the Property on the day of the inspection, and who is a member of the Royal

Institution of Chartered Surveyors.  It includes an Energy Report as required by Statute and this is in 

the format of the accredited Energy Company.

2.2 THE INSPECTION

The Inspection is a general surface examination of those parts of the Property which are accessible: in

other words, visible and readily available for examination from ground and floor levels, without risk of

causing damage to the Property or injury to the Surveyor.
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All references to visual inspection refer to an inspection from within the property at floor level and from

ground level within the site and adjoining public areas, without the need to move any obstructions.

Any references to left or right are taken facing the front of the property.

The Inspection is carried out with the Seller's permission, without causing damage to the building or

contents.  Furniture, stored items and insulation are not moved.

Unless identified in the report the Surveyor will assume that no harmful or hazardous materials have 

been used in the construction. The presence or possible consequences of any site contamination will 

not be researched.

The Surveyor will not carry out an asbestos inspection, and will not be acting as an asbestos inspector

in completing a Single Survey of properties that may fall within the Control of Asbestos in the 

Workplace Regulations. In the case of flats it will be assumed that there is a duty holder, as defined in 

the Regulations and that a Register of Asbestos and effective Management Plan is in place, which 

does not require any expenditure, or pose a significant risk to health. No enquiry of the duty holder will 

be made.

2.3 THE REPORT

The Report will be prepared by the Surveyor who carried out the property inspection and will describe

various aspects of the property as defined by the headings of the Single Survey report with the 

comments being general and unbiased. The report on the location, style and condition of the property, 

will be concise and will be restricted to matters that could have a material effect upon value and will 

omit items that, in the Surveyor's opinion, are not significant. If certain minor matters are mentioned, it 

should not be interpreted that the property is free of any other minor defects.

Throughout the report, the following repair categories will be used to give an overall opinion of the

state of repair and condition of the property.

1. Category 3: Urgent repairs or replacement are needed now. Failure to deal with them may cause 

problems to other parts of the property or cause a safety hazard. Estimates for repairs or 

replacement are needed now.

2. Category 2: Repairs or replacement requiring future attention, but estimates are still advised.

3. Category 1: No immediate action or repair is needed.

WARNING:

If left unattended, even for a relatively short period, Category 2 repairs can rapidly develop into more 

serious Category 3 repairs.

A section is included to help identify the basic information interested parties need to know to decide

whether to view a property.

2.6 ENERGY REPORT

A section is included that makes provision for an Energy Report, relative to the property.  The

Surveyor will collect physical data from the property and provide such data in a format required by an

accredited Energy Company. The Surveyor cannot of course accept liability for any advice given by 

the Energy Company.

2.7 VALUATION AND CONVEYANCER ISSUES

The last section of the Report contains matters considered relevant to the Conveyancer (Solicitor).  It

also contains the Surveyor's opinion both of the market value of the property and of the re-instatement

cost, as defined below.

"Market Value" is the estimated amount for which a property should exchange on the date of valuation

between a willing buyer and a willing seller in an arm's-length transaction after proper marketing 

wherein the parties had each acted knowledgeably, prudently and without compulsion. In arriving at 

the opinion of the Market Value the Surveyor also makes various standard assumptions covering, for 

example, vacant possession; tenure and other legal considerations; contamination and hazardous 

materials; the condition of un-inspected parts; the right to use mains services; and the exclusion of 

curtains, carpets etc. from the valuation. In the case of flats, the following further assumptions are 

made that:

There are rights of access and exit over all communal roadways, corridors, stairways etc. and to

use communal grounds, parking areas, and other facilities;

There are no particularly troublesome or unusual legal restrictions;

1. Information and scope of inspection

Description The subjects comprise a purpose built eleventh and twelfth 
floor duplex penthouse flat.

Accommodation ELEVENTH FLOOR: Entrance Hallway with access stair to 
twelfth floor, Utility Cupboard, Kitchen/Living Room with 
Private Balcony off.

TWELFTH FLOOR: Upper Landing, Family Bathroom with 
WC, Master Bedroom with En Suite Shower Room & Private 
Balcony access and Second Bedroom. 

Gross internal floor area (m²) 107m² or thereby.

Neighbourhood and location The subjects are located within the Finnieston district of 
Glasgow where surrounding properties vary in age and 
character. 

Adequate local shopping, educational and transport facilities 
are available. 

The subjects are located in a mixed residential and 
commercial location. 

Age Believed to be constructed circa 2003.

Weather Overcast.

Chimney stacks None.
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Roofing including roof space Sloping roofs were visually inspected with the aid of 
binoculars where appropriate.

Flat roofs were visually inspected from vantage points 
within the property and where safe and reasonable to do 
so from a 3m ladder externally.

Roof spaces were visually inspected and were entered 
where there was safe and reasonable access, normally 
defined as being from a 3m ladder within the property.

If this is not possible, then physical access to the roof 
space may be taken by other means if the Surveyor 
deems it safe and reasonable to do so.

The roof is believed to be of flat/mono pitch design overlaid 
with metal sheeting or similar. 

No inspection of the roof coverings were available from 
ground floor level. 

No inspection of a roof void was available due to the nature of
construction. 

Rainwater fittings Visually inspected with the aid of binoculars where 
appropriate.

Rainwater goods serving the subjects were seen to be 
formed in a combination of uPVC and alloy materials.  
Elements of the rainwater fittings operate internally and as 
such, no detailed inspection was available. 

Main walls Visually inspected with the aid of binoculars where 
appropriate.

Foundations and concealed parts were not exposed or 
inspected.

The main walls are believed to be of a concrete frame 
construction with a part panel, part facing brick and part 
render finish.  There is also cladded elements incorporated 
into the wall system. 
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Windows, external doors and joinery Internal and external doors were opened and closed 
where keys were available.

Random windows were opened and closed where 
possible.

Doors and windows were not forced open.

The subjects are accessed by way of aluminium glazed 
secure doors on the ground floor level.  The flat itself is 
accessed by way of a timber door on both the eleventh and 
twelfth floors. 

Windows within the property are predominantly of aluminium 
construction containing double glazed units.  There are 
further aluminium double glazed sliding doors giving access 
to the private balconies from both the living room and master 
bedroom. 

External decorations Visually inspected.

External decorations incorporate paint and stained finishes.

Conservatories / porches None.

Communal areas Circulation areas visually inspected.

The subjects are accessed by way of a communal stairwell 
which provides access to all levels.  There is a lift servicing 
the block.  We would highlight that lift services can often incur
a higher degree of maintenance and cost. 

At the time of inspection, fire wardens were patrolling the site 
to assist with the wall systems. 

Garages and permanent outbuildings Visually inspected.

There is resident's parking garage at the lower 
ground/basement level. Confirmation of the allocation of 
parking rights can be found via the title deeds. 

Outside areas and boundaries Visually inspected.

There is a communal courtyard along with the resident's 
parking within the estate. Confirmation of the separation of 
land can be found via the title deeds. 
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Ceilings Visually inspected from floor level.

Ceilings within the property are of plaster and plasterboard 
finishes. 

Internal walls Visually inspected from floor level.

Using a moisture meter, walls were randomly tested for 
dampness where considered appropriate.

Walls are of plaster and plasterboard finishes.

Floors including sub floors Surfaces of exposed floors were visually inspected. No 
carpets or floor coverings were lifted.

Physical access to the sub floor area may be taken if the 
Surveyor deems it is safe and reasonable to do so, and 
subject to a minimum clearance of 1m between the 
underside of floor joists and the solum as determined 
from the access hatch.

Sub-floor areas were inspected only to the extent visible 
from a readily accessible and unfixed hatch by way of an 
inverted "head and shoulders" inspection at the access 
point.

Flooring is predominantly of solid concrete construction. 
Fitted floor coverings were present throughout which 
restricted the scope of inspection. 

Internal joinery and kitchen fittings Built-in cupboards were looked into but no stored items 
were moved.

Kitchen units were visually inspected excluding 
appliances.

Internal joinery incorporates timber skirtings and door facings 
together with internal pass doors of timber construction, some
with glazed joinery. 

The kitchen incorporates base and wall mounted units.

Chimney breasts and fireplaces None.

Internal decorations Visually inspected.

Internal decoration incorporates paint, papered, tiled and 
textured finishes.

Cellars None.
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Electricity Accessible parts of the wiring were visually inspected 
without removing fittings. No tests whatsoever were 
carried out to the system or appliances. Visual 
inspection does not assess any services to make sure 
they work properly and efficiently and meet modern 
standards. If any services are turned off, the surveyor 
will state that in the report and will not turn them on.

The electrical switchgear is located within the hall cupboard. 
Electricity is from the mains.

Gas Accessible parts of the system were visually inspected 
without removing fittings. No tests whatsoever were 
carried out to the system or appliances. Visual 
inspection does not assess any services to make sure 
they work properly and efficiently and meet modern 
standards. If any services are turned off, the surveyor 
will state that in the report and will not turn them on.

Gas is from the mains. The gas meter is located within the 
hall cupboard. 

Water, plumbing, bathroom fittings Visual inspection of the accessible pipework, water 
tanks, cylinders and fittings without removing any 
insulation.

No tests whatsoever were carried out to the system or 
appliances.

Water is from the mains. Water piping, where visible, was run
in copper and PVC. 

The bathroom suite incorporates a bath with shower, WC and
wash hand basin.  The en suite accommodation incorporates 
a shower cubicle, WC and wash hand basin.

Due to the internal formation of the bathroom it is assumed 
that all ventilation has been correctly installed and maintained
and all documentation for this, where available, should be 
obtained. 

Heating and hot water Visual inspection of the accessible pipework, water 
tanks, cylinders and fittings without removing any 
insulation.

No tests whatsoever were carried out to the system or 
appliances.

Domestic heating and hot water are provided by way of a gas
fired boiler wall mounted within the utility cupboard within the 
entrance hallway of the property. This provides hot water as 
well as domestic heating throughout the property.
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Drainage Drainage covers etc. were not lifted.

Neither drains nor drainage systems were tested.

All foul and surface water drainage is assumed to be to the 
main public sewer.  The system was not tested. 

Fire, smoke and burglar alarms Visually inspected.

No tests whatsoever were carried out to the system or 
appliances.

All Scottish homes require a smoke alarm to be installed in 
the room most frequently used for living purposes and in 
every circulation space on each floor. A heat alarm also 
needs to be installed in each kitchen. The alarms need to be 
ceiling mounted and interlinked. Where there is a carbon-
fuelled appliance such as a boiler, open fire or wood burner, a
carbon monoxide detector is also required. We have not 
assessed or tested any existing equipment and it is the 
purchasers responsibility to confirm that the property will 
comply with these standards following a change of 
ownership.
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Any additional limits to inspection For flats / maisonettes

Only the subject flat and internal communal areas giving 
access to the flat were inspected.

If the roof space or under-building / basement is 
communal, reasonable and safe access is not always 
possible. If no inspection was possible, this will be 
stated. If no inspection was possible, the surveyor will 
assume that there are no defects that will have a material
effect on the valuation.

The building containing the flat, including any external 
communal areas, was visually inspected only to the 
extent that the surveyor is able to give an opinion on the 
general condition and standard of maintenance.

An inspection for Japanese Knotweed was not carried out. 
This is a plant which is subject to control regulation, is 
considered to be invasive and one which can render a 
property unsuitable for some mortgage lenders. It is therefore
assumed that there is no Japanese Knotweed within the 
boundaries of the property or its neighbouring property.  
Identification of Japanese Knotweed is best undertaken by a 
specialist contractor.

The property was fully furnished and had fitted floor 
coverings, therefore no detailed inspection was possible of 
the floors and accordingly, no comment can be made on their
condition.  Internal cupboards were generally filled with 
storage items.  No access was available beneath sanitary or 
kitchen fittings.

Windows and external doors were not all fully opened or 
tested.

No access was available to any sub-floor areas.

Full and safe access was not available to the roof void area 
due to being out with the scope of inspection.

Some areas of the external building fabric including some 
roof pitches/elevations were not fully or closely inspectable 
from the surrounding ground level, due to the confines of the 
site. 

Wall panelling prevented accurate damp readings being 
taken.

No inspection has been possible to flooring timbers beneath 
any sanitary fitting, kitchen appliances or other wet areas was
possible. Timbers are assumed to be in a satisfactory 
condition.

The cold water rising main was not fully inspectable.

Notes At the time of inspection, significant repairs were undergoing to the main 
walls and all documentation for this should be confirmed prior to offer of 
sale. 

The subjects are situated in a building where part and/or the entire 
structure is 7 storeys or above in height and there are elements within the 
external wall system and/or attachments to the structure which may contain
combustible materials. A written report in the form of an EWS1 form should 
be commissioned. Our valuation assumes that a satisfactory EWS1 form 
will be forthcoming which will be acceptable to both the purchaser and the 
purchaser’s lender.
