Situation 

Located on the extremely popular 

Mudeford Sand Spit this particular 

beach hut is in close proximity to the 

amenities block which offers toilets 

and residents shower facilities. The 

Beach House restaurant and shop are 

also within easy striking distance and 

the hut is ideally situated for easy 

access to the ferry.  

Mudeford Sand Spit can be accessed 

from Hengistbury Head where there 

are beautiful beachside, cliff top and 

harbour side pathways and walks or 

there is the land train which runs on a 

regular basis. Access can also be 

gained via the Mudeford ferry which 

runs seasonally weather permitting. 

Description 

This attractive beach hut has sleeping 

facilities for up to 6 people having the 

benefit of a mezzanine sleeping area. 

There is a modern style kitchen area 

with gas cooker and fridge, two fitted 

sofas and double doors leading out 

onto the sun deck which offers 

stunning views over Christchurch 

Harbour and having a westerly aspect 

will benefit from glorious sunsets.  

The hut is ideally located for easy 

access to the ferry and has recently 

fitted solar panels which provide 

electricity.  

An early internal viewing is strongly 

advised to appreciate the position and 

views that this hut has to offer.
