It fell into ruin from the 1720s, 
but it has since been partially restored and 
is used occasionally.  The parkland makes 
for excellent dog walking and exploring and 
not surprisingly there is a strong community 
spirit.

If you desire the gentle bustle of a market 
town, Fakenham is approximately five miles 
away. Out of working hours, there’s plenty to 

keep you entertained including the thriving 
independent Central Cinema, a perennial 
favourite with locals, reconnect with nature at 
Pensthorpe or blow the cobwebs with a walk 
at nearby Sculthorpe Moor. 

For something fancier, dress up to the nines 
and enjoy a day out and a flutter at Fakenham 
Racecourse, or team up with your playing pals 
for a round at Fakenham Golf Club, set in and 
around the racecourse – if you need to perfect 
your swing, head to Fakenham Fairways Golf 
Driving Range which has a PGA professional 
on hand for some expert coaching. And 
Thursford is just four miles away with its 
magnificent collection of steam engines and 
organs – a visit to its Christmas spectacular 
gives a West End theatre excursion a run for 
its money!
