This is an immaculately presented, open-
plan semi-detached home with two double
bedrooms.

As you approach the property, you'll notice
a pretty railed front garden that leads to
the front door. Upon entering, you'll be
greeted with a bright and modern space.
On the right, there is a downstairs WC and
a useful understairs storage cupboard. The
sitting area features large patio doors that
allow plenty of natural light to enter the
room. The kitchen and dining area has a
good range of storage units and fitted
appliances including a fridge, freezer,
dishwasher, electric oven, and gas hob.
There is also a breakfast bar at the end of
the units. 

Upstairs, you'll find two double bedrooms,
one of which has a large storage
cupboard. The main bathroom has a bath
with a shower head over it. The rear of the
property boasts a garden with a patio,
lawn, and a decked area with a raised bed
to enjoy the afternoon and evening sun.
There is also a garden gate leading to two
parking spaces that are allocated to the
property. 

The property is heated via gas-fired central
heating and has UPVC double glazing
throughout.
