Description
This is an extended and updated 4-bedroom
detached house that offers versatile and spacious
living areas. It is located on a popular residential
estate on the outskirts of town. 

The highlight of the house is the open-plan
kitchen/dining/family room. The room is flooded
with natural light, thanks to the bi-fold doors that
lead to the garden and the lantern roof window
above the breakfast bar island. The kitchen
comes with lots of fitted units, a built-in full-
length fridge and separate freezer, electric
double ovens, a microwave oven, an induction
hob, and a dishwasher. 
From the kitchen, you can access several rooms
including a gym area converted in the rear of the
garage, a study/snug room, and a utility room
with a door that leads to the garden, a more
formal sitting room with a bay window at the
front of the house. There is also a neatly
presented WC. 

Upstairs, the main bedroom boasts ample built-in
storage and an ensuite shower room complete
with a heated towel rail. The second bedroom
also has a built-in wardrobe, and there are two
additional bedrooms and a family bathroom with
a heated towel rail and a bath with shower over.
There is a handy storage cupboard on the
landing. 

Outside the rear garden has modern porcelain
tiles and a lawn. There is also side access that
doubles up as a useful storage area. The front of
the house features a driveway that can
accommodate two cars and provides access to
the storage side of the garage area.

The property has double glazing and gas fired
central heating.
