A deceptively spacious 3 double bedroom
home situated on a corner plot built by
Cala Homes in 2019, benefiting from the
remainder of an NHBC warranty and no
onward chain.

As you enter the house, you will find an
entrance hall with Karndean flooring a
good storage cupboard, and a WC. On the
left side, there is a sitting room with two
windows, one of which is a large bay
window that lets in plenty of natural light.
On the right side, there is a kitchen dining
room with large patio doors that open to
the garden. The kitchen has many fitted
units, including a Bosch fridge freezer,
dishwasher, an electric oven and a gas hob,
there is a space and plumbing for a
washing machine.

Upstairs, there are 3 double bedrooms, the
main bedroom has an ensuite with a large
shower, heated towel rail, and fitted
wardrobes. The second bedroom also has
fitted wardrobes. The family bathroom has
a heated towel rail and a shower over the
bath. 

The garden, accessed from the kitchen,
has patio and lawned area and a gate at
the end onto the driveway and garage
which has power and light.

The property has no onward chain and is
heated via gas central heating and has
double-glazed windows.
