A two-bedroom detached bungalow, being
offered to the market with NO ONWARD CHAIN,
situated in a peaceful cul-de-sac location, close
to the town centre and its amenities.

The property is approached via a block-paved
driveway to the main door, opening into the
hallway which has a useful storage cupboard.
There is a modern kitchen/breakfast room with
an electric oven and induction hob, a washing
machine, undercounter fridge and slimline
dishwasher. A door leads into the conservatory
which is a lovely additional room and useable all
year round, the sitting room has an electric fire
and also has access to the conservatory via
double doors. There is a shower room. and 2
bedrooms, the main one having a good range of
built in wardrobes.

The rear garden is low-maintenance and laid to
patio accessed from the conservatory and a side
gate, there is a side door into the single garage
which is a generous size and has power and light
so ideal space for a freezer or dryer. To the front
is the driveway.

For anyone needing the property for disabled
access, all of the doorways are wider, the light
switches are lower and plug sockets are higher,
Additionally, the garage is slightly wider to give
easier in and out of a car access. 

The property also benefits from being double
glazed and gas centrally heated throughout.
