This beautifully presented two-
bedroom home is located in the highly
sought-after Cotswold village of
Ebrington, just 2 miles from Chipping
Campden. 

Upon entering, you are greeted by a
hallway that leads to a lovely living
room with a feature fireplace and a
large understairs cupboard. This area
seamlessly flows into the
kitchen/breakfast room, which
overlooks a garden room that provides
a view of a private woodland at the
back. Upstairs, you will find two double
bedrooms and a modern bathroom. 

Outside, the low-maintenance private
rear garden includes a handy wooden
storage shed and useful side access,
via a shared pathway which leads to a
double gated path that is for sole use
of the property creating a useful area
to store bikes etc. The adjacent
woodland is teeming with wildlife,
offering a peaceful and private outlook.
At the front of the property, the
driveway can accommodate two cars
in tandem.

The property has gas fired central
heating and UPVC double glazed
windows that were installed in May
2022.
