Finished
to a high standard by a small developer, the
property is approached through a gated
entrance with a sweeping driveway surrounded
by mature trees, leading to a double carport and
2 additional parking spaces. 

Upon entering, you are welcomed by a spacious
hallway that provides access to the cloakroom, a
cloak cupboard, and a utility room, which
features a door leading to the rear garden. The
sitting room overlooks the garden and is
enhanced by double doors that open out to the
exterior, as well as a charming bay window on
the side. The generous family kitchen and dining
room showcases a stylish grey shaker-style
kitchen, equipped with integrated appliances and
quartz worktops that wrap around to create a
lovely breakfast bar. The kitchen benefits from
double aspect windows, allowing ample natural
light to fill the space.

On the first floor, a sizeable landing provides
access to the roof space, as well as storage and
an airing cupboard. The layout includes two
double bedrooms, each with beautifully fitted en-
suites, a further double bedroom, a study (or
bedroom four), and a family bathroom.

At the front of the property, you will find a wide
grassed area with inset shrubs, along with the
double carport which includes storage above, to
the side there is additional lawn space. A side
gate leads to the rear garden, featuring a lawn
and a paved terrace area. The property benefits
from solar panels making it environmentally
friendly.
