Step 
through the sage green front door (complete with bold stainless 
steel knocker) and you’re greeted with instant style — 
herringbone luxury vinyl tile underfoot with subtle wall panelling 
and a retro-style radiator adding those well-thought-out 
touches, this leads you through the hallway and into the kitchen 
at the rear, It’s the details that really shine here — striking black 
internal doors, gold-toned accessories, and soft, ambient 
lighting create a cohesive, high-end finish throughout.
