cupboard and further cupboard housing
the wall  mounted gas f ired boi ler.  A
doorway from here leads into the kitchen,
separated into a utility area and door to
the rear gardens. Views over the garden
and towards the Catholic Church can be
enjoyed. 

There are two double bedrooms, both
w i t h  g a r d e n  v i e w s  a n d  b u i l t ‐ i n
wardrobes. The shower room boasts a
large walk‐in shower cubicle with electric
shower over, wash basin and WC.

A path to the side of the bungalow leads
to the rear gardens, gravelled for ease of
maintenance but well stocked with many
mature shrubs,  f lowering plants and
small trees.
