You're just five minutes' walk from Highams Park station. From
here regular Overground trains will get you to Walthamstow

Central in under ten minutes to pick up the superfast Victoria
Line, or to Liverpool Street in less than twenty five minutes.
Under half a mile away is Highams Park Lake, with the park beyond
offering spectacular city views. Drivers will be glad to find the
North Circular close by.
