The ground f loor is arranged around a gen-
erous kitchen/dining room to the front and a 
ful l -width l iv ing room to the rear,  f looded with 
natural  l ight and opening directly onto the 
south-facing garden. The garden itself  is de-
signed for ease of maintenance and enjoys a 
sheltered,  private outlook,  with direct access 
to the rear parking space and garage.

On the f irst f loor,  the principal bedroom over-
looks the garden, with two fur ther bedrooms, a 
well -propor tioned shower room, and excel lent 
bui lt - in storage. The house is in good condit ion 
throughout,  offering immediate comfor t yet 
leaving scope for the incoming buyer to per-
sonalise and enhance.

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The Location

Plunch Lane sits in one of the most desirable pockets of Mumbles, positioned between the 
village and the green coastal sweep of Langland. Just 0.5 miles to Mumbles’ bustling cen-tre, 
you will find an array of independent shops, boutiques, cafés and acclaimed restau-rants, 
along with Oyster Wharf and the seafront promenade.

The property is a short walk to the coastal path, linking the sheltered cove at Limeslade 
(0.4 miles) with the golden sands of Langland Bay (0.6 miles), where you can enjoy 
beachside cafés, surf breaks, tennis courts and the 18-hole Langland Bay Golf Club.

Families will appreciate the catchment for Newton Primary and Bishopston Compre-hensive, 
both well regarded, while sports and leisure clubs are close by, from sailing at Mumbles 
Yacht Club to rugby, cricket and tennis at Underhill Park.

Commuting is equally straightforward, with Swansea city centre just 5 miles away and the 
M4 accessible in under 20 minutes (8 miles), offering links to Cardiff and beyond. Swansea 
University and Singleton Hospital are within 3.5 miles.
