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Tucked away just beside the gates to 
Burnham Westgate Hall and with delightful 

views south over the village green, Ivy Cottage is 
a beautifully presented early Georgian home.

As you step into Ivy Cottage, you are 
immediately welcomed by a characterful room 
with thick walls, a carved beam, and an elegant 
stone fireplace. This cosy space is perfect for 
relaxing in front of the log burner after a winter 
walk, and the south-facing mullioned bay 
window ensures it is well-lit during the summer. 
The room also features a built-in oak cabinet 
dating back to the 17th century, providing a 
clever hiding spot for the television. 
 
Moving to the rear of the house, you’ll find 
a stylish kitchen dining room designed and 
extended by the current owners, to compliment 
the Georgian charm. The room boasts an elegant 
Jem Lake kitchen as its centerpiece, a lantern 
ceiling over the dining area, and bi-fold doors 
leading out to the garden. Notably, the unique 
ceiling leading up to the first floor is intricately 
panelled to create a curved, unfurling sail  
impression. 
 
Upstairs there are two double bedrooms, the 
largest of which has three windows that look out 
over the green and features semi-vaulted ceilings 
and exposed beams. The second bedroom 
has a double bed, and both bedrooms share a 
sumptuous bathroom with a roll-top bath and 
separate shower cubicle. 
 
There are two further rooms on the ground 
floor; leading off the sitting room is a cosy 
snug that also doubles as a further bedroom on 
occasion, and there is a generous utility room 
and guest WC to the side of the kitchen.
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There are a lot of 
favourite spots... the 

stunning sloping ceiling 
from the top of the 

stairs.
