There is also an 

extensive leisure centre featuring a pleasure pool, 

climbing wall, soft play and spa facilities, along with 

the usual gym, sports courts and fitness classes.

Enjoy the beaches at Blyth or Newbiggin-

by-the-sea, hike along the coastline or take to the 

water with the Cambois Boat and Rowing Clubs.

Stannington First School 

is four minutes away by road and there is a choice 

of secondary schools within 15 minutes. For higher 

education, Newcastle University and Northumbria 

University both make excellent options.

From 

here you can connect with Cramlington, Newcastle, 

Durham and Edinburgh.
