A delightful end-terraced period cottage in the heart of Parkgate.
The property is situated at the end of a private pathway in a terrace
of just five houses, located off The Parade in Parkgate in a very
desirable area.

The property has been impressively refurbished with quality fittings
and exceptional attention to detail and many character features
have been retained. A log burning stove has been fitted in the
lounge, new internal oak doors have been installed, the kitchen has
granite work tops and a Belfast sink, the boiler has been replaced,
plantation style shutters fitted, and the outside has been re-
designed to create a private garden and there is a very useful,
covered storage area at the side of the property.

The accommodation is extended at the front with the addition of a
sunroom, this leads into the lounge which has wood flooring, and a
log burning stove. Off the lounge is the kitchen with wooden units,
granite tops and an integrated oven and hob. Stairs lead off the
kitchen to the first floor. The ground floor is completed with a stylish
bathroom. On the first floor there are two bedrooms, the main
bedroom and built in storage.

Parking is available a short walk away on The Parade.

Location
The property is located in the highly
sought after conservation village of
Parkgate in Cheshire. Parkgate has
a number of restaurants, pubs and
cafes and is popular with bird
watchers and walkers along The
Wirral Way. Neston is a short
distance from the property and
offers an excellent range of
amenities including supermarkets,
independent retailers, and a
number of restaurants, pubs and
cafes. A weekly market is held on a
Friday. There are bus links and a
train station in the town centre.
Schooling is well provided for with a
good selection of schools nearby
including Neston High School,
Grammar schools in Caldy, West
Kirby and Wirral, Birkenhead School
and closer to Chester; Abbey Gate
College and the Kings and
Queens, Chester.

On the recreational front there are
football, rugby, cricket and tennis
clubs locally, sailing on the Dee
Estuary and several golf courses
including Heswall, Caldy and Royal
Liverpool at Hoylake. For the
equestrian enthusiasts there is
racing at Chester and Aintree.
The A540 is approximately 1.5
miles away, this provides access to
the national motorway network via
the M56. The property is ideally
placed for commuting to the
major commercial centres of the
region including Chester, Liverpool
and Manchester.
