Basking in the afterglow of the
Olympic legacy sits Queen
Elizabeth Park, a sprawling 560
acres of woods and parkland
waiting to be explored, whilst
juxtaposed just 500 metres
away is its older sister Victoria
Park. Open since 1845,
Hackney’s oldest, and largest
park welcomes over 9 million
visitors a year and has received
Green Heritage Awards, a
Green Flag and was voted the
nation’s favourite park.

In summer, both their manicured
grounds play host to some of
London’s most talked about
music festivals, and weekends
see the grass dotted with

BBQs and picnics, whilst all year
round the cold isn’t enough to
deter the joggers and cyclists
from planning their routes
around the picturesque boating
lake and Chinese pergola.

Hackney Wicks’ waterways served as

a transport link for thousands of years
