Upon entering through the front door, you'll find a spacious living room with alarge inglenook fireplace and a wood-burning stove. Next to this area are thefamily bathroom, an additional sitting room, and a utility room. The sideextension boasts a large kitchen diner, complete with a wood-burning stove andpatio doors that offer stunning views of the coastline beyond.
Upstairs, you'll find three bedrooms: a spacious master bedroom that spans thewidth of the property, a bright front double bedroom, and a cozy single bedroom.All three rooms offer lovely views of the surrounding landscape. At the rear of thebathroom, there is a boiler room that has external access and space for whitegoods, as well as a sink.
Opposite the kitchen, you'll find a series of traditional stone buildings that wereformerly pig sties, offering valuable storage space and a boot room.
The house and its buildings feature traditional stone elevations, renderedbeneath a slate roof. Meanwhile, the side kitchen extension is covered with arubber roof.
Buildings | AdeiladauThe areas surrounding Cae Uchaf primarily consist of concrete yards, featuring amix of modern and older buildings from its history as a working farm. All principalbuildings feature electric and water supplies.
Various other kennels, hen houses, greenhouse and smaller buildings arelocated at Cae Uchaf. Sited above the farmyard, a 3 bedroom static caravan islocated providing further accommodation.
Tir | LandThe property consists of three large parcels of gently sloping grazing land.Surrounding the yard and buildings is additional land, enclosed by drystonewalls. Access to the land can be gained through the yard or via gateways fromthe main driveway.
Location and DirectionsFrom the A487 in Groeslon, head towards Carmel. At the crossroads in Carmel,take a right turn towards Penygroes and continue for approximately 1 mile. CaeUchaf will be located on your right, just before you reach the row of residentialproperties and as you approach Clogwyn Melyn.
