Local amenities are close by, including
Balderton Post Office and the town centre
within 2 miles.

Grocery needs are met by Sainsbury’s, Lidl,
Waitrose and Co-op, all within 2 miles of
home. Picturesque Newark centre has 300
independent businesses, which sit happily
alongside High Street retailers.

The centre’s thriving weekly market sells
everything from fresh produce to furnishings,
gifts and jewellery. For homewares and fashion
try nearby Northgate Retail Park 3 miles away
or visit intu Broadmarsh, just 35 minutes by car,
where you'll find fashion, movies and restaurants
under one roof.

Newark Sport and Fitness Centre is around 1 mile
away and offers a fitness suite, classes, swimming
and indoor sports. Visit the medieval Newark
Castle, from where you can soak up the glittering
views of the River Trent and Riverside Park,

or seek out The Major Oak, Robin Hood'’s
shelter, in nearby Sherwood Forest.

The town is home to an annual live music festival
and Europe’s largest international antiques
market, which is held six times a year. The Palace
Theatre, a 1920s-built treasure, hosts live theatre,
dance and drama.

Newark has a delightful range of bars and
restaurants including Danube, serving a range
central and southern European dishes, and the
award-winning No. 42. There are also a selection
of traditional pubs and bars to socialise in.

Families have a good choice of schools, with
a brand new primary school being built within
the development.

The Foresters is close to excellent road links with
the Al close by. The A46, currently 7 minutes’
drive away, will be even closer when the
Southern Link Road is complete. Newark Castle
and Newark North Gate railway stations are
both 2.5 miles away with regular services to
Nottingham, London, Lincoln and Doncaster.
East Midlands Airport is a 34-mile drive away.
