The well-planned layout includes an entrance porch, hallway, a spacious lounge/dining room, kitchen, and rear porch on the ground floor. Upstairs, there are three bedrooms one of which enjoys
views towards the North Downs, and a wet room.

Externally, the property benefits from a good-sized driveway providing ample off-street parking, leading to an attached garage with an up-and-over door, power and lighting. The rear section of the
garage is currently used as a utility area with a personnel door giving access to the garden. The generous rear garden extends approximately 120' and slopes away from the property.

Situated in an established area of Larkfield, the home offers convenient access to local amenities and schools, as well as excellent transport links, including easy access to the M20 at Junction 4.
