On the raised ground floor you are greeted with a double reception room with
high ceilings and large sash windows, marble fireplace and original wooden
floors. There is a wealth of stunning period features throughout the property
including original cornicing and six working fireplaces. There is a bedroom on
this floor which is currently being used as an office.
The lower ground floor comprises of an open plan kitchen/living area and a
dining room glass conservatory with doors leading out onto the south facing
garden. There is a mature Wisteria providing shade in the summer months.
The first and second floors comprise of two good sized double bedrooms and
bathrooms and there is a roof terrace off the second floor landing with far
reaching views of the City. Across the whole of the top floor is your larger than
average bedroom, or second sitting room with Juliet balcony, grand piano and
glass doors.

Located towards the top of Amhurst Road close to the junction of the High
Street the property is ideally positioned for local shops, farmer's market and
vibrant selection of bars and restaurants. Being within less than half a mile of
Rectory Road Overground station and many bus routes close by offers
numerous routes to the City.
