Trains from Seaham
Station, on the
Durham Coast Line,
reach Newcastle

in 30 minutes and
also serve Sunderland
and the Metro
Centre, Corbridge
and Hexham.
Southbound trains
reach Middlesbrough
in 50 minutes, passing
through Hartlepool,
and some services
continue through the
beautiful North Yorks
Moors to Whitby.

Buses between
Sunderland and
Peterlee stop in
Stockton Road,
providing links with
the shops at Dalton
Park and Seaham town
centre. There are also
good bus services

to Durham. National
Cycle Route Truns a
few yards to the north
