- Despite all the urban buzz, this area has a surprisingly large
amount of green space. Hackney Downs Park is seven mins away,
while London Fields is strolling distance, with its much-loved
lido. 
- A few minutes away you’ll find Yoga on the Lanes, a beautifully
designed studio offering a range of classes. The are some great
running routes nearby, too, especially if you make it down to the
Regent’s Canal.
- New local? How about Hand of Glory, a pub with a cosy
atmosphere and great line in Sunday roasts.
