You'll step inside to find a refreshingly open layout, with plenty of
storage and incidental space, and all rooms leading off a relaxingly
generous central corridor. Blonde engineered hardwood runs
underfoot, flowing on into your huge, 250 square foot
kitchen/lounge. In here, a bank of floor to ceiling windows give
onto your large, timber decked balcony flooding the space with
natural light and framing those wonderful skyline views.

Your kitchen area's finished in a mix of soft sand and smoky grey
cabinets, with granite countertops and splashbacks in between.
Integrated appliances include a stainless steel oven with brushed
chrome extractor hood. To the rear, your principal bedroom's a
substantial 140 square foot, softly carpeted with floor to ceiling
storage and bistro shutters on the window. Bedroom two to the
front's another double, similarly-styled, while your bathroom's
immaculate in white and slate grey.

Outside, and the vast 213 acres of Victoria Park start literally one

minute from your new front door. London's oldest purpose built
park and still one of the most popular, here you'll find cafes,
markets, landmarks, sports facilities, a boating lake for model
boats and a larger boating lake for proper boats which you can hire
and bob about in (we thoroughly recommend you do so). And just
ten minutes walk in the other direction you have the equally
impressive Queen Elizabeth Olympic Park, for even more world
renowned greenery on your doorstep.

- Hackney Wick overground station is less than ten minutes walk
away and will whisk you straight to Stratford in five for Westfield
and a huge range of onward destinations. It's also just thirty
minutes to Hampstead Heath or seventeen to Camden. 
- Your communal garden to the rear is an artfully landscaped mix
of patio, gravel and raised beds. Perfect for pottering and getting
to know the neighbours.
