Positioned on the top floor of a purpose-built block, this bright and generously 
proportioned two double bedroom apartment offers a superb opportunity for 
first-time buyers, investors, or those seeking a low-maintenance home in a 
convenient location. The accommodation includes a welcoming entrance hall 
with two large storage cupboards, a spacious dual-aspect sitting room, and a 
well-equipped kitchen with ample storage and worktop space, two double 
bedrooms, each with fitted wardrobes, and a bathroom with a separate WC.  
The property is heated by a gas fired central heating system, is double glazed 
throughout, and enjoys a pleasant outlook over the communal gardens.  

LOCATION: Broadbridge Heath has a wide range of amenities, including a 
village primary school, post office, public house, churches, bus routes and 
nearby Tesco superstore. There is also a village club, sports centre, tennis, 
cricket and football clubs as well as access to open countryside, The Downs Link 
and Warnham Nature Reserve. Just 30 miles from London and 20 miles from 
the Sussex coast, its close proximity to the A24, M23 and M25 ensures fast 
connections to London, Brighton, Crawley and other popular destinations. 

Entrance Hall 
A spacious and welcoming entrance hall with a fitted coir mat and doors to all 
rooms. There is a large storage cupboard housing the electricity fuse board and 
meter, as well as a separate airing cupboard with shelving and a hot water tank.
