Just off the hallway, you’ll find a dedicated study/home office, ideal for remote working, as well as a 
ground-floor double bedroom and a stylish shower room—perfect for guests or multigenerational living. 
The reception rooms are beautifully interconnected, creating a seamless flow for everyday living and 
entertaining. The living room, the main reception area, enjoys double doors opening to the garden, while 
the dining area features its own set of French doors, bringing in plenty of natural light. At the heart of the 
home, the kitchen/dining area is designed with entertaining in mind, complete with a central breakfast 
bar, bespoke cabinetry, integrated appliances and a slate floor for both style and practicality. A separate 
utility/boot room provides excellent storage and practicality, with the adjacent boiler room housing an 
eco-friendly Biomass boiler system—a perfect blend of efficiency and sustainability.

A balustrade staircase leads you up to the first floor where a Velux skylight floods the galleried landing 
with natural light. The triple-aspect main bedroom features a large walk-in beautifully fitted dressing 
room and large en-suite bathroom with freestanding bath and separate shower. There is a second triple-
aspect bedroom, a further bedroom/guest room and an impressive main bathroom with lots of storage 
and a separate shower.
