History and heritage - Barrhead has a rich history, a lot
of which can be discovered along the town’'s Heritage Trail
which takes in 27 historically significant sights around the
town, with the oldest being Arthurlie Cross, a 9th century
carved stone monument.
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Parks and nature - There's plenty of opportunity to enjoy
nature around Aurs Meadows with an abundance of nature
corridors and active travel paths running throughout the
development. Plus, the development neighbours Balgray
Reservoir — part of Dams to Darnley Country Park.
