Wedi’i lleoli o fewn muriau canoloesol tref Caernarfon ac yn rhan o adeilad rhestredig Gradd II, mae’r fflat dwy lofft unigryw hon yn cynnig

cyfle prin i fyw mewn eiddo arbennig yng nghanol y dref hanesyddol. Mae Fflat 6 ar dop yr adeilad, wedi’i gosod ar draws dau lawr eang,

gyda golygfeydd dros strydoedd Caernarfon, Castell Caernarfon, ac hyd yn oed y Fenai.

Mae’r fflat yn rhan o drefniant lês ddelfrydol lle mae’r perchennog yn gyfrifol, ochr yn ochr â’r perchnogion eraill yn yr adeilad, am ofalu am y

mannau cymunedol. Mae'r adeilad yn lân, yn daclus, ac yn dangos gofal gwirioneddol, gan greu amgylchedd diogel, heddychlon a deniadol.

Apartment 6 sits at the very top of the building,
spread across two generous floors, with views over the streets of Caernarfon, Caernarfon Castle, and even the Menai Strait.

The flat benefits from an ideal leasehold arrangement where the owner, alongside the other residents of the building, shares responsibility
for maintaining the communal areas. The building is clean, well-kept, and clearly cared for, creating a safe, peaceful, and welcoming

environment.

On the lower floor of the apartment is an open-plan living and kitchen area — perfect for modern, sociable living. A newly installed listed sash

window allows an abundance of natural light to flood the room and offers charming views over the cobbled street outside.

Also on this level is a spacious bedroom with two built-in storage cupboards. It easily accommodates a double bed but would also work

beautifully as a home office or guest room. The bathroom includes a shower, toilet, and sink.

It’s rare to find an apartment spread over two floors like this. Upstairs, you’ll find a light and airy bedroom stretching across the width of the

flat. A Velux window offers stunning views of Caernarfon Castle and the Menai Strait. An extended nook provides the perfect space for a
dressing area or additional storage.

The building benefits from a secure entrance with both video and audio intercom systems, offering peace of mind and security. The property
is located in a sought-after part of town, with many nearby buildings having been recently refurbished. The location is ideal for enjoying

independent shops, cafés, pubs, and a variety of community events — all within easy walking distance.

Mae’r ystafell hon ar lawr gwaelod y fflat ac mae’n fawr digon i ffitio gwely dwbl. Mae dwy cwpwrdd yn rhoi digon o
le i storio. Byddai’r ystafell hefyd yn gweithio’n dda fel swyddfa gartref neu ystafell sbâr. Mae’r ffenestr sash yn
gadael golau i mewn ac yn edrych dros doeau Caernarfon.

This ground floor bedroom is a great size and easily fits a double bed. There’s two built-in cupboards for storage
and clothes. It could also work really well as a home office or spare room. The sash window lets in loads of light and
gives a view over Caernarfon’s rooftops.
