Ground Floor

tops and ample storage. This leads to the elegant living room area with vaulted ceiling,

feature �re place and striking stain glass window.

First Floor

On the �rst �oor are a further two bedrooms, one of which has a bank of built in

wardrobes and a raised area currently being used as an o�ce.

To the rear is a private, enclosed garden with raised beds and pathway giving access to

the side and front of the property. There are three private parking spaces opposite

Wesleyan.
