Location 

Palgrave is a small village on the borders of Suffolk 
and Norfolk. It has been considered a 'hot spot' for 
many years for housing, combining a village lifestyle 
with easy access to the wider world having a 
mainline rail service just one mile away on the 
Norwich to London Liverpool Street line with a 
journey time to London of around 90 minutes. The 
village is centred on its green and duck pond and 
has a well-regarded Primary school, catchment area 
for Hartismere High School with a bus from the 
centre of the village and fine church at its centre. For 
wider amenities the thriving market town of Diss is 
less than a mile away via a public footpath and has a 
good range of local and national shops, various 
supermarkets, sporting facilities for all ages and 
abilities including rugby, tennis, cricket, squash, 
football and bowls clubs, modern health centre.
