Herringbone pattern brick paved DRIVEWAY provides parking 

and access to a large GARAGE up and over door, stainless steel 

sink and fitted base cupboards, wall shelving and Worcester 

Bosch combination boiler. An iron gate leads to the side of the 

property with aluminium greenhouse with a further gate to 

the rear garden. Large, raised west facing patio ideal for 

afternoon and evening sun, steps down to a shaped lawn with 

pond, mature shrubbery and hedged borders.
