Bedlinog is a small semi-rural village, surrounded by open 

countryside, situated in the Taff Bargoed Valley in Mid 

Glamorgan. 

 

The village runs parallel to the east of the main Merthyr 

Valley, approximately 7.5 miles to the south east of 

Merthyr Tydfil and approximately 10 miles to the north of 

Pontypridd. The Heads of the Valley Road (A465) is 

conveniently located approximately 10 minutes to the 

north. 

 

Bedlinog offers local amenities to include bus services, 

public houses, primary school, post office and rugby 

football club, with a wider range of amenities available at 

Merthyr Tydfil and Pontypridd. Abercynon Train Station is 

approximately 15 minutes to the south of the subject land. 

 

Bedlinog consists of predominantly small terraced 

properties with a small number of more recent modern 

style residential developments.
